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Municipalities have expressed concerns about potential impacts to roadways and infrastructure in advance
of, and during oil and gas well drilling activities. Sometimes, site preparation work begins before the
drilling is scheduled - and this activity can cause damage to roadways.

‘When municipalities have sufficient notice of oil and gas well preparation and drilling, they can require the
company to post a bond to ensure that there is adequate funding to repair damage to roadways and other
infrastructure as a result of these activities.

Although operators are required to notify the municipality 24 hours in advance of drilling activities, there is
no regulatory requirement for permit applicants to provide advance notice to municipalities for preparatory
work done in advance of drilling.

The best way for municipalities to obtain information about proposed oil and gas well drilling activities is to
subscribe to eNOTICE, the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection's Electronic Notification

System (www.dep.state.pa.us/enotice). When municipalities subscribe to eNOTICE, they receive email
notices when oil and gas well permit applications are received by DEP. Such notice can allow for a
municipality to take appropriate action in advance of oil and gas well drilling activities.

‘We also recommend that municipalities establish contact and develop working relationships with the
drilling companies working in their area.
