Dear Permittee:

If your facility or authority is considering accepting hauled-in wastewater from oil and gas well
operations, you must notify the Department and obtain the Department's approval prior to accepting the

wastewater.

Wastewater from oil and gas well operations (such as frac water, brine water and/or drill water)
may cause operational problems that will make it difficult to meet your NPDES permit effluent limits
and may also require changes in your NPDES permit effluent limits. These potential problems may be
more pronounced at smaller wastewater treatment facilities and/or at facilities with low stream flow to
effluent flow ratios. The information you would need to provide to the Department before accepting this
type of wastewater is described in the attached information request titled, "Requirements to Accept Oil
and Gas Well Wastewater at an NPDES Permitted Wastewater Treatment Facility." Additionally, if you
already are accepting this category of wastewater, I am requesting that you provide updated information

in the manner described in the attachment.

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REQUIREMENTS TO ACCEPT OIL AND GAS WELL WASTEWATER AT AN
NPDES PERMITTED WASTEWATER TREATMENT FACILITY

NPDES permitted facilities considering accepting hauled-in wastewater from oil and
gas well operations must notify the Department and obtain Depariment approval

prior to accepting.

This wastewater may require changes in the NPDES permit effiuent fimits.
The information to be provided with the notice is as follows:

e Maximum daily volume of hauled-in waste;

*  Minimum monthly average daily flow at the permitted facility when accepting
the hauled-in wastewater;

* Hauled-in wastewater characteristics enteting the head-works of the
permitted facility;

* Generally, analysis resuits for Pallutant Groups | & Il as defined in the
NPDES Application Form for Permit to Discharge Industrial Wastewater
{Document No. 3800-PM-WSFR0008);

* Peak Flow Rate at which the hauled-In waste will be introduced to the head-
works;

* Atachnical svaluation of the impact of the hauled-in wastewatzr on the
treatment facility to include inhibition of the treatment process, pass through

and discharge to the stream (Including estimated changes in effluent
characteristics) and any limitations on siudge treatment and disposal; and,

* Verification that the hauled-in waste does not qualify as a hazardous waste
as defined in the NPDES permit and that the treatment facilities sludge is not

changed to a hazardous waste.

If the facility has an EPA approved IW pretreatment program, it must comply with all
the provisions of that program.

Treatment units at the NPDES permitted facility cannot be bypassed by introducing
the hauled-in wastewater anywhere but at the head-works of the treatrnent plant.

Ultimately, if accepting this hauled-in wastewater causes a problem, the NPDES
permitted facillty will be responsible for compliance with the terms and conditions of

the NPDES permit.
