MASS CASUALTY RESPONSE

A Mass Casualty Response is used when there are ten or more injuries in any type of Fire/EMS incident.  The Fire Department designs its first and second alarm, while the third and fourth alarms are pre-designated based upon the number of injuries and the geographical location of the incident.  The first alarm is designed for care and transport of 2-5 patients, second alarm 6-10 patients, third alarm 11+ patients and fourth alarm 30+ patients.  This response is listed on the front of the box card in the Vehicle Accident/Multiple Injuries category.  

The Mass Casualty Response will be utilized based on a field users’ request.
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
